Welcome to this class on the Holy Spirit 
Who or what is the Holy Spirit?

What has he done? What is he doing now? What will he do? How are God the Father, Jesus the son, and the Holy Spirit related? Why is understanding the Holy Spirit important to each of us?

We have many answers to choose from.

Catholics, both Eastern and Roman, hold the view that the Holy Spirit has continuously filled their leaders and imparted them with divine knowledge and right to rule their religion.

They ran into problems when these leaders began to teach new doctrines that conflicted with each other.  
One of the strongest dispute arose over the nature of Jesus Christ. 
A leader named Arius and many others, who were students of a scholar/martyr named Lucian, held the position that Jesus was a created being inferior to God.  
These same people held that Christians who denied their faith to avoid becoming martyrs like Lucian should have to do more to be restored to fellowship.

Was he God? Or, was he a person?  
In the fourth century, these religious leaders met a place called Nicea by order of the first Catholic emperor Constantine who challenged them to resolve their differences.
They created the Nicene Creed. This Creed recognized God the Father and the Holy Spirit. 
It also recognized Jesus as being both a man and God. “Begotten , not made”  the most significant words in that Creed.
The Bible does not use the word or teach the doctrine, nor does the Nicene Creed s, but from this Creed, Theologians invented the Doctrine of the Trinity. The basis of the Doctrine of the Trinity is that if Jesus was man, i.e a Person and also God, and if he is the same substance as God, then God and the Holy Spirit may be thought of as Persons as well. (Holy Holy Holy in some song versions omits Trinity as appeared in the original. Check our songbooks.)
The churches of Christ uniformly reject all Creeds. You only need them if you are inventing a religion and need to meet once in a while and resolve differences. If the basis of faith is from God, those inspired to deliver his message deliver a consistent message. 
“If you tell the truth, you don’t have to keep track of what you said.” <- MO Proverb.
The important thing to take away from this conversation about the Councils of Nicea is that these men believed that they acted by the authority of the Holy Spirit.
Most mainstream protestant religions also believe in a form of continuous guidance of the Holy Spirit. The variation is that they believe that the guidance is held by the church at large instead of a few select individuals. They are organized to keep people from just doing whatever comes to them, but they believe they have the Holy Spirit guiding them so that the decisions of leaders, councils, and conventions have the authority the Apostles had. 
Apostolic and Pentecostal fellowships  see the Holy Spirit as a force that has passed from generation to generation that lets them speak in tongues and do miraculous healing in the present day. 
New Age doctrine is that each person is being filled with the Holy Spirit in a way that makes anything they choose or decide is right because the Holy Spirit is guiding them.

Religious legalists see the Holy Spirit as a person or presence who was present in the Apostles but who is no longer active in our lives. They see the completion of the New Testament and the death of the Apostles who were Jesus’ disciples as completion of the work of the Holy Spirit and he went home. 
Many Christians don’t know what or who the Holy Spirit is. The language of the King James English and Luther’s German Bible describe this mysterious figure as the Holy Ghost. We think of a Ghost as the tormented soul of a person whose body has died but his soul cannot find rest due to some unresolved issue in his life. 
Christians pray to God and we ask him to help us. Sometimes we ask him to heal a loved one who is sick. If the Holy Spirit is not active in our lives how do these prayers get answered? 
Atheists and Agnostics see this conflict and it has inspired them to declare “God is dead!”
In the churches of our fellowship, the Holy Spirit is rarely taught in Bible Classes.
Formal doctrinal training usually is “cessationism.” i.e. the doctrine that the miracles we read about in the New Testament were only possible in the lifetimes of the original Apostles or perhaps during the lifetimes of those upon the original Apostles laid hands upon to impart miraculous gifts.
As a result of this doctrine, teaching begins with the Holy Spirit filling the Apostles on the day of Pentecost (Acts 2:2) and ends with “when the perfect comes, the partial will be done away” (1 Cor 13:10)
I found a great book that teaches everything we need to know about the Holy Spirit! The Bible.

Right side Turn to the first paragraph of the Bible. 
Left side Turn to the last paragraph of the Bible.
The Holy Spirit is not found in the first verse of the Bible (Read Gen 1:2.)
The Holy Spirit is found at the end too, (read Rev 22:17)
The Holy Spirit is called by many names and is mentioned in at least 300 different places in the Old and New Testament. Romans 8 uses many of these names interchangeably when the Apostle Paul assures us that the God will help us in times of trouble. 
It is no accident that the Holy Scriptures teach about the Holy Spirit, because the Spirit is the author and source of the Scriptures.
When we say that the Scriptures are inspired (2 Timothy 3:16) That inspiration is by the Holy Spirit. 
We don’t believe that Moses was sent from God just because he said so. We believe because of the Miracles he performed and the Knowledge he had by the Holy Spirit.
We don’t believe that the New Testament writers were sent from God just because they said so. We believe because of the Miracles they performed and the Knowledge he had by the Holy Spirit.

Here is what you will learn. (Syllabus)
Holy Spirit

a. We will look at the many names of the Holy Spirit.

b. We will look at the original language words used and challenge the myth that the Spirit is some sort of ghost.

c. We will contrast Spiritual life to Carnal life.

2. The Father

b. We will have one of two different Wed night informal sessions. 
i. Either we will ask some of our little ones to bring their Dads to visit and help us understand them.

c. You will hear that the Bible says that or relationship to God is a father-child relationship. Understanding this and knowing that fathers work to guide and help their children will help us to understand the role of the Holy Spirit in the life or a Christian.

3. We will study together many of the 300 references to the Holy Spirit found in the Scriptures.

4. Apostles

a. An Apostle is a messenger from God.

b. Each messenger is empowered by the Holy Spirit and the Spirit gives each evidence to prove they are genuine.

c. The Bible is filled with examples of both genuine and false Apostles. By knowing the traits that mark a true Apostle, you will be able to tell whether someone is true or false.

d. I will tell you about the evidence, in the form of Miracles, that the Holy Spirit gave to true Apostles of God.

e. You will see that these Miracles testify they had Authority from God  and that the Bible is genuinely inspired by God.
f. I will show you the examples found in the Bible of people who pretended to, and will continue to, have Apostolic Authority when they did not and do not. 
g. I will show how religious people presume to have Apostolic Authority when they have no evidence that they do.

6. Helper
a. I will show how the Holy Spirit helped Apostles who needed special help to do what God meant them to do.

b. You will see the promises of the ways God has told us the Spirit will help his children.

7. Fruit of the Spirit 
a. I will show you how to tell if you the Spirit is dwelling in you.

a. What does all this mean to you?

b. I will encourage you to have faith that you can do anything that you know God wants you to do because the Holy Spirit will help you.

The Spirit, His Spirit, My Spirit are the same term in original languages, articles are added by translators to fit the context (there are some exceptions where a definite article is in the original language. Vine distinguishes between “Spirit” and “the Spirit”

Vine’s Expository Dictionary of New Testament Words

Spirit

pneuma (πνεῦμα, G4151), primarily denotes “the wind” (akin to pneō, “to breathe, blow”); also “breath”; then, especially “the spirit,” which, like the wind, is invisible, immaterial and powerful. The NT uses of the word may be analyzed approximately as follows:

(a) the wind, John 3:8 (where marg. is, perhaps, to be preferred); Heb. 1:7; cf. Amos 4:13, Sept.;

The Holy Spirit

The “Holy Spirit” is spoken of under various titles in the NT (“Spirit” and “Ghost” are renderings of the same word, pneuma; the advantage of the rendering “Spirit” is that it can always be used, whereas “Ghost” always requires the word “Holy” prefixed.) In the following list the omission of the definite article marks its omission in the original (concerning this see below): “

 the Spirit of (the) Lord, Acts 5:9;

The use or absence of the article in the original where the “Holy Spirit” is spoken of cannot always be decided by grammatical rules, nor can the presence or absence of the article alone determine whether the reference is to the “Holy Spirit.” Examples where the Person is meant when the article is absent are Matt. 22:43 (the article is used in Mark 12:36); Acts 4:25, RV (absent in some texts); Acts 19:2, 6; Rom. 14:17; 1 Cor. 2:4; Gal. 5:25 (twice); 1 Pet. 1:2. Sometimes the absence is to be accounted for by the fact that Pneuma (like Theos) is substantially a proper name, e.g., in John 7:39. As a general rule the article is present where the subject of the teaching is the Personality of the Holy Spirit, e.g., John 14:26, where He is spoken of in distinction from the Father and the Son. See also John 15:26 and cf. Luke 3:22.

In Gal. 3:3, in the phrase “having begun in the Spirit,” it is difficult to say whether the reference is to the “Holy Spirit” or to the quickened spirit of the believer; that it possibly refers to the latter is not to be determined by the absence of the article, but by the contrast with “the flesh”; on the other hand, the contrast may be between the “Holy Spirit” who in the believer sets His seal on the perfect work of Christ, and the flesh which seeks to better itself by works of its own. There is no preposition before either noun, and if the reference is to the quickened spirit it cannot be dissociated from the operation of the “Holy Spirit.” In Gal. 4:29 the phrase “after the Spirit” signifies “by supernatural power,” in contrast to “after the flesh,” i.e., “by natural power,” and the reference must be to the “Holy Spirit”; so in Gal. 5:17.

The full title with the article before both pneuma and hagios (the “resumptive” use of the article), lit., “the Spirit the Holy,” stresses the character of the Person, e.g., Matt. 12:32; Mark 3:29; 12:36; 13:11; Luke 2:26; 10:21 (RV); John 14:26; Acts 1:16; 5:3; 7:51; 10:44, 47; 13:2; 15:28; 19:6; 20:23, 28; 21:11; 28:25; Eph. 4:30; Heb. 3:7; 9:8; 10:15.

The Personality of the Spirit is emphasized at the expense of strict grammatical procedure in John 14:26; 15:26; 16:8, 13, 14, where the emphatic pronoun ekeinos, “He,” is used of Him in the masculine, whereas the noun pneuma is neuter in Greek, while the corresponding word in Aramaic, the language in which our Lord probably spoke, is feminine (rûchâ, cf. Heb. rûach). The rendering “itself” in Rom. 8:16, 26, due to the Greek gender, is corrected to “Himself” in the RV.

The subject of the “Holy Spirit” in the NT may be considered as to His divine attributes; His distinct Personality in the Godhead; His operation in connection with the Lord Jesus in His birth, His life, His baptism, His death; His operations in the world; in the church; His having been sent at Pentecost by the Father and by Christ; His operations in the individual believer; in local churches; His operations in the production of Holy Scripture; His work in the world, etc.

In our last class session we looked at the names of the Holy Spirit found in the Bible. 
We listed 31 of them. 
The most common name is simply “Spirit”. This word is also part of every name of the Spirit.
The original Hebrew word translated Spirit in the Old Testament is rûach H7307
The original Greek word translated Spirit in the NewTestament is pneuma G4151
Both these words come from root words that mean air that is moving.

They are most often translated Spirit but they are also translated breath or wind, 
They may also be translated to mean special kinds of breath or wind.
The Winds or Points of the Compass can mean the four directions as perceived as winds from those directions. 
Breath can take on the meaning of special kinds of breath.
It can mean the breath of God that give us life. 
It can also mean the harsh breath of God, an expression of wrath. 
Breath can take on the meaning of the unseen essence of a Being.  
In this meaning it may be translated: courage, strength, mind motive, heart, …

We learned that there is one Spirit, but we also found that the Spirit is often identified as not just “the Spirit” but as the Spirit of God (Father) and as the Spirit of Christ (Son).  
We learned that we may think of a spirit as something we see that is not real, but this word translated “Spirit” means the exact opposite. The Spirit of the Bible is what cannot be seen but which is more real than anything we can see. 
Spiritual things are not seen, but they are none the less real. They are more important than the things we can see 
Return to the How many are full quiz example. They are all full. one is completely filled with something solid. One is part filled with water and finished with air. The last is filled with air. 
Air is no less real just because we can’t see it.

How long could you live without food?  Without water? Without air? 
Air is what we need most and what we think about needing the least. 
Most people only think of the importance of air when they realize they are dying without it. 
Let’s consider some other things that we cannot see but which are very Real, very Powerful, and very Important:

The love between a husband and wife. 
Some think that a legal contract, joint property, children, mutual dependence – are the things that hold a man and woman together, but when these are present – the marriage bond breaks up, - when all is taken away, the marriages bond grows stronger

The love between parent and child 
– are your parents gone? Did they stop being real when you could no longer see and touch them?

Things that are spiritual are things that are real, powerful and important, 
but also immaterial, invisible, and intangible

Christians frequently fall into the trap of mistaking being Spiritual for doing the material, visible, tangible things a Spiritual person might be expected to do.

Being Spiritual is not reverent behavior. 
· It is be alive by something not seen 
· It is be alive by something that cannot be touched 
· It is be alive by something not material

– the Spirit of God.

Spiritual things stand in contrast to Carnal things. Flesh.

The first present I remember giving one of my children was a red Corvette toy, about 1/3 as big as she was. She tore away the wrapping paper, opened the box, took out the car, threw it over her shoulder and started playing with the empty box. 
God’s people have done this through the ages.

Adam & Eve had a spiritual relationship with God. His presence with them was described as the “cool of the day”  (think of walking with God when you next enjoy the cool of the day.) They exchanged what the spiritual for the carnal when they ate of the forbidden fruit. 
The Children of Israel were rescued from the Egyptians by to power of God which they could not see. Moses went up the Mountain to receive the commandments from God and he was out of their sight. 
They cried out for a god they could see and touch. A material god. Ex 32:1 (1-35)
Exodus 32:1 
1Now when the people saw that Moses delayed to come down from the mountain, the people assembled about Aaron and said to him, “Come, make us a god who will go before us; as for this Moses, the man who brought us up from the land of Egypt, we do not know what has become of him.” 
They rejected the Judges God sent them and asked for a King so they could be like the nations:


1 Samuel 8:4 - 7 
4Then all the elders of Israel gathered together and came to Samuel at Ramah; 
5and they said to him, “Behold, you have grown old, and your sons do not walk in your ways. Now appoint a king for us to judge us like all the nations.”

I will use the term “Carnal” to refer to the things that ARE NOT even though you can see and touch them. These are created things. These are tangible material things. These seem real in the creation, but which are only temporary, as are all created things. 
I will use the term “Spiritual” to refer to the things that ARE even though you cannot see or touch them. These are things that will still exist when all the created things are no more. 
Last week we made a great list of things that, like the Spirit of God, cannot be seen or touched, but that we can be certain they exist. The point of that list is to prove beyond and question that things, spiritual things, things that cannot be seen or touched, do exist. 
We recalled the many times that mankind has been offered a spiritual relationship with God, only to neglect or reject it in favor of a carnal relationship.
i.e. A relationship with something or someone who they can see and touch.

Adam and Eve in the Garden – chose the fruit.

The children of Israel at the foot of Sinai – chose a golden calf. Exodus 32:1 
They rejected the Judges God sent them and asked for a King:1 Samuel 8:4 - 7 
The had the tabernacle with the presence of God Exodus 40:38, Numbers 9:15 Which the exchanged for a carnal one.
2 Samuel 7:1-7 
1Now it came about when the king lived in his house, and the LORD had given him rest on every side from all his enemies,  
2that the king said to Nathan the prophet, “See now, I dwell in a house of cedar, but the ark of God dwells within tent curtains.”  
3Nathan said to the king, “Go, do all that is in your mind, for the LORD is with you.” 

4But in the same night the word of the LORD came to Nathan, saying,  
5“Go and say to My servant David, ‘Thus says the LORD, “Are you the one who should build Me a house to dwell in?  
6“For I have not dwelt in a house since the day I brought up the sons of Israel from Egypt, even to this day; but I have been moving about in a tent, even in a tabernacle.

At the end of the class, one of us asked a profound question.

“Could it be that mankind wants to have a carnal god because that way they can control their god? 
Yes!     God offers a spiritual kingdom where he is the head.

Mankind neglects and rejects the spiritual kingdom in favor of a carnal kingdom.

They look for a king who can me controlled or at least influenced by them. 
We also introduced the idea that we cannot see the Spirit, but we can see the Manifestation of the Spirit. 
That is to say the a spiritual person will be led to do certain things and we assume when we see those things that the person is spiritual. 
One of those manifestations is Acts of Compassion. Yet we admitted to ourselves that we have done the act without having the compassion – example helping someone we doubted was truly in need. 
Calvinists will tell you that man has a “sinful nature.” They even substitute “sinful nature” for the word flesh in their translations of the Bible. They hold two false ideas:

1. We were born in sin, original sin, and that our nature is sin. 
2. That is ok to live to the flesh as long as we do so in “good” ways.

These concepts conflict with Biblical teaching:

1. That we are created in the image of God. 
Gen 1:26; Gen 5:1; Gen 9:6; Eccl 7:29; 1 Cor 11:7; Col 3:10; James 3:9

2. That anything, even a “good” fleshly thing that separates us from God is evil.
Gen 22:1-18;  Matt 10:37-39; Matt 16:24 – 26; Mark 8:34 – 37; Luke 14:26; Luke 17:33; John 12:25; Phil 3:7-11
All of this brings us to today’s subject – the Carnal versus Spiritual Christian. 
There is a doctrinal debate over what is called the “Carnal Christian” 
The Scofield Reference Bible, which I am sure many of you are familiar made comment on
1 Corinthians 2:14-3: 3 (the subject takes up all of chapters 2 and 3 of 1 Corinthians)

1 Corinthians 2:14-16 
14But a naturalG5591 man does not accept the things of the Spirit of God, for they are foolishness to him; and he cannot understand them, because they are spiritually appraised.  
15But he who is spiritual G4152  appraises all things, yet he himself is appraised by no one.  
16For who has known the mind of the Lord, that he will instruct Him? But we have the mind of Christ.

1 Corinthians 3:1-4 
1And I, brethren, could not speak to you as to spiritual men, but as to men of fleshG4560, as to infants in Christ.  
2I gave you milk to drink, not solid food; for you were not yet able to receive it. Indeed, even now you are not yet able,  
3for you are still fleshlyG4559. For since there is jealousy and strife among you, are you not fleshly G4559, and are you not walking like mere men? 
4For when one says, “I am of Paul,” and another, “I am of Apollos,” are you not mere men?

The words used in NASB and ESV are Natural, Spiritual, and Flesh-Fleshly.
KJV and ASV used the terms Natural, Spiritual, and Carnal

The paraphrased versions (Message and NIV) use terms such as:

Unspiritual or Man without the Spirit in place of Natural.

Unspiritual and Worldly in place of Fleshly-Carnal

Even the paraphrases use Spiritual for Spiritual

The Greek words in the original language where more interesting terms. They were alliterative (sounded alike) and had related meanings. They are a play on words in the original language that made them all the more pointed in meaning.
Natural – is G5591 ψυχικός  psuchikos,  a creature that capable of breath root word is G5594 ψύχω psuchō “to be made cold by blowing” – (animal nature.) 
Spiritual – is G4152 πνευματικός  pneumatikos – one lead by the spirit, spiritual nature
Carnal – is G4560 σάρκινος  sarkinos (of flesh) or G4559 σαρκικός sarkikos (flesh nature)
 both of which are adjectives derived from 
G4561 σάρξ sarx – flesh, meat
The three terms mean respectively:

- breath –temporary, superficial, fleeting

- spirit – that which like breath cannot be seen, but is eternal, powerful

- flesh – that which is served by breath (not spirit)

Many of you will be familiar with this illustration. 
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natural man 
Paul divides men into three classes: psuchikos, "of the senses" James 3:15; Jude 1:19 or "natural," i.e. the Adamic man, unrenewed through the new birth John 3:3,5 pneumatikos, "spiritual," i.e. the renewed man as Spirit-filled and walking in the Spirit in full communion with God Ephesians 5:18-20 and sarkikos, "carnal," "fleshly," i.e. the renewed man who, walking "after the flesh," remains a babe in Christ 1 Corinthians 3:1-4. The natural man may be learned, gentle, eloquent, fascinating, but the spiritual content of Scripture is absolutely hidden from him; and the fleshly, or carnal, Christian is able to comprehend only its simplest truths, "milk" 1 Corinthians 3:2.
*1917 Scofield Notes

In this illustration, the circle represents the life of a person. Each has a throne in the center which represents the ultimate authority ruling over that person. The dots represent the interests in life. 
The Natural man has himself on the throne. Christ and the Church have no place in his life. In the illustration, this represents the person who has no relationship with Christ or his Church. 
Because each relationship of this person depends directly upon himself. He has a tough go in the relationships because they depend entirely on him.

The Spiritual man has Christ on the throne. He has a relationship with Christ and that relationship controls his relationship with all the other interests in his life, be they people or things.  Because Christ is the center of this life, and all the relationships depend on him instead of the Spritiutal man, the Spiritual man has a much better relationship with all the other interests in his life.

The Carnal man has a relationship with Christ and/or his Church, but he has not surrendered Self and place Christ on the throne. He is trying to maintain a relationship with Christ and others where he is the one in control. In effect he is subordinating Christ to himself. 
Now it is entirely possible that the person would have someone or something else on the throne beside himself. Examples of other people or things would be: 


A religion or a religious leader
A political entity or a political leader

A profession

A way of life

A dominate intimate person

Hobbies

Family

Appearance

Health

Athletics

Sports

Friendships

Social relations

Education

Wealth

Pursuit of pleasure

If this happens, the person has a little easier time of it because  the master he subjects himself to may help him with his relationships to others. 
But it cannot take the place of having a Christ centered life. 
This illustration is useful only if you use it to understand the principal. 
The text does not clearly state that the Natural man doesn’t go to church and Carnal man does.
They both have in common that it is not Christ on the throne in their lives.

If a creature or created thing is sitting on your throne – you are in for trouble. 
We know from the Scripture:
The Natural man cannot even understand what is happening to him. 
1 Corinthians 2:14 
14But a natural man does not accept the things of the Spirit of God, for they are foolishness to him; and he cannot understand them, because they are spiritually appraised. 
The Spiritual man is in control of his life, because he has turned the control over to Christ. 
1 Corinthians 2:15-16 
15But he who is spiritual appraises all things, yet he himself is appraised by no one.  
16For who has known the mind of the Lord, that he will instruct Him? But we have the mind of Christ.
The Carnal man is being controlled by carnal things. 
1 Corinthians 3:1-2 
1And I, brethren, could not speak to you as to spiritual men, but as to men of flesh, as to infants in Christ.  
2I gave you milk to drink, not solid food; for you were not yet able to receive it. Indeed, even now you are not yet able, 
And the outcome of being controlled by Carnal things is spelled out in 
1 Corinthians 3:3 
3for you are still fleshly. For since there is jealousy and strife among you, are you not fleshly, and are you not walking like mere men? 
David Jeremiah puts it this way (5 B’s). the Carnal Christian is typified by these 5 characteristics:

Babinesss 1 Cor 3:2-3– Babies have to be fed and changed, sometimes pacified, and they do a lot of screaming till things go their way.  Babies are wonderful, but the wonder wears off after a while. 
Bitterness 1 Cor 3:2-3 Babies want to get their way. And in a family with many brothers and sisters, not everyone can get their way. This leads to envy. 
Battling 1 Cor 3:2-3  Carnal Christians are centers of strife rather than service to others. Even Jesus had to confront others sometimes, anyone who is responsible for shepherding the church or doing works of service will find themselves in this position more than they want. But the Carnal Christian finds himself in the middle of strife over and over again because everything is “baby wants.”
Brokenness.1 Cor 3:4 one says, “I am of Paul,” and another, “I am of Apollos,”  This is not the good kind of brokenness – where confession and repentance cause one to reach out to God. As it did in Corinth, the results of being Carnal will always be division. 
Barrenness 1 Cor 3:4 – Are you not mere men?  The Carnal Christian is so busy making sure his is being served, that he has not time to serve others. 
If a church has people are really are Babes in Christ, and every church should have, the church needs to be busy helping them to grow. 
Parents get alarmed when their babies don’t grow.
Everyone is a baby to start with, but some never grow out of it. When a church spends its time babying its members instead of pushing them to grow into lives of serving others, they are not doing the mission Christ left us here to do. 
Hebrews 5:11-14
11Concerning him we have much to say, and it is hard to explain, since you have become dull of hearing.  12For though by this time you ought to be teachers, you have need again for someone to teach you the elementary principles of the oracles of God, and you have come to need milk and not solid food.  

13For everyone who partakes only of milk is not accustomed to the word of righteousness, for he is an infant.  14But solid food is for the mature, who because of practice have their senses trained to discern good and evil.

Manifestation vs. Spiritual
A Spiritual person would show manifestations of the Spirit. – they would do things that a Spiritual person would do.

It is possible to do those things without being Spiritual at all.

A Carnal Christian is a person who does the right things, but not for Spiritual reasons.

Politely and regularly attending Worship is not the same thing as being Spiritual.

Spiritual things stand in contrast to Carnal things. Flesh

To be spiritual is to be led by spiritual values and not carnal values. 
To be deeply absorbed in the worship of God is a good thing.

If someone builds a house of worship and invites to you join them …

If someone leads a prayer …

If someone prepares music to sing together and practices so that they can lead 
If someone studies the scriptures and shares what they have learned with you …

If someone prepares the Lord’s Supper to share …

If one travels a long distance to share spiritual treasures with you …

… it is a good thing to be reverent-that is to sit or stand peacefully and pay attention to the important thing being shared. 
… but that is not the same thing as being spiritual.

Being a spiritual (ike/ang) person means to be made alive by the Spirit … by something that cannot be seen, heard,  touched, tasted, or smelled. 
Being a carnal (iriko ) person means to live for things that are fleshly or carnal in nature. These are things that can be seen, heard, touched, tasted,  or smelled. It means to live your life being focused on carnal things. 
Romans 8:2-15,16-25 contrast of spirit and flesh.

Romans 8:2 - 15 2For the law of the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus has set you free from the law of sin and of death. 3For what the Law could not do, weak as it was through the flesh, God did: sending His own Son in the likeness of sinful flesh and as an offering for sin, He condemned sin in the flesh, 4so that the requirement of the Law might be fulfilled in us, who do not walk according to the flesh but according to the Spirit. 
5For those who are according to the flesh set their minds on the things of the flesh, but those who are according to the Spirit, the things of the Spirit. 
6For the mind set on the flesh is death, but the mind set on the Spirit is life and peace, 7because the mind set on the flesh is hostile toward God; for it does not subject itself to the law of God, for it is not even able to do so, 8and those who are in the flesh cannot please God.
9However, you are not in the flesh but in the Spirit, if indeed the Spirit of God dwells in you. But if anyone does not have the Spirit of Christ, he does not belong to Him. 
10If Christ is in you, though the body is dead because of sin, yet the spirit is alive because of righteousness. 
11But if the Spirit of Him who raised Jesus from the dead dwells in you, He who raised Christ Jesus from the dead will also give life to your mortal bodies through His Spirit who dwells in you.
12So then, brethren, we are under obligation, not to the flesh, to live according to the flesh— 13for if you are living according to the flesh, you must die; but if by the Spirit you are putting to death the deeds of the body, you will live. 
14For all who are being led by the Spirit of God, these are sons of God. 
15For you have not received a spirit of slavery leading to fear again, but you have received a spirit of adoption as sons by which we cry out, “Abba! Father!” 
The simple fact is that our fleshly bodies are temporary and mortal. Our physical bodies are destined for destruction. 
Not only this, every created thing; our homes, our land, our personal possessions and even the physical bodies of our loved ones are destined to be destroyed as well. 
Some things will last until Jesus returns and every created thing will be burned up. Most things will not last that long. People die, possessions wear out or are destroyed by the forces of nature. 
If we treasure these created, carnal, fleshly things, then we are destined to be disappointed and to have our treasure lost when these things are destroyed.


The only part of us that will live after this body is gone is the spirit living within us. 
If we are children of God, then the Spirit of God fills us and reassures us that we have something to look forward to when all these fleshly things are done.

Listen as Paul continues to tell us that the things of this world, the things we can see, hear, touch, taste, and smell, are not what will last. In fact they are destined to destruction


Romans 8:16 - 25 
16The Spirit Himself testifies with our spirit that we are children of God, 17and if children, heirs also, heirs of God and fellow heirs with Christ, if indeed we suffer with Him so that we may also be glorified with Him.
18For I consider that the sufferings of this present time are not worthy to be compared with the glory that is to be revealed to us. 19For the anxious longing of the creation waits eagerly for the revealing of the sons of God. 20For the creation was subjected to futility, not willingly, but because of Him who subjected it, in hope 21that the creation itself also will be set free from its slavery to corruption into the freedom of the glory of the children of God. 
22For we know that the whole creation groans and suffers the pains of childbirth together until now. 23And not only this, but also we ourselves, having the first fruits of the Spirit, even we ourselves groan within ourselves, waiting eagerly for our adoption as sons, the redemption of our body. 24For in hope we have been saved, but hope that is seen is not hope; for who hopes for what he already sees? 25But if we hope for what we do not see, with perseverance we wait eagerly for it.
And Peter testifies also. 
2 Peter 3:10 - 13 10But the day of the Lord will come like a thief, in which the heavens will pass away with a roar and the elements will be destroyed with intense heat, and the earth and its works will be burned up.
11Since all these things are to be destroyed in this way, what sort of people ought you to be in holy conduct and godliness, 12looking for and hastening the coming of the day of God, because of which the heavens will be destroyed by burning, and the elements will melt with intense heat! 13But according to His promise we are looking for new heavens and a new earth, in which righteousness dwells.

This is the question we should all ask ourselves. If these things of the World are going to be suddenly destroyed, if only the spirit will remain what sort of people ought we to be? 
Spiritual people !

Theology is the study of God. It is trying by human wisdom to understand the nature of God. 
This is like two fish studying the Ocean. Or two birds studying the Sky. 
No father longs to be studied by his children. He hopes to be loved by them and spend time with them. 
Can you imagine a father not seeing or hearing from his children for a long time?
He finds them, and they start to show him how they have busied themselves studying everything about him. One has found his birth certificate, another has found a school report. One has written an essay containing a theory why he wanted to become a father.

Three of them even got together and wrote a book about him with an analysis of his nature. 
One of them tells about him as a father, the second tells how he is an example, and the third tells how he is one who helps them in time of trouble even when they don’t see him there they feel his presence. 
They know his is one person but it seems like he is three different persons 
No wonder the book is titled “My Three Dads.”

They have spent so much time studying him that they have not had time to spend time with him. They don’t share any intimacy or do anything that he would wish they do.
By now, I hope you understand that I am using this story and what we know about our earthly fathers to illustrate the foolishness of how mankind treats our Heavenly Father. 
He wants us to treat him as a father. Not theology ( the study of God), not religion (organizing to control each other), he wants us to love him and seek to do his will.
And if we do his will, God helps us in the way a father helps his children. 
If we do things that are not his will he helps us the way a father helps his children. (he doesn’t)
This is where the Spirit of God, the Spirit, the Holy Spirit, is the unseen hand of our Heavenly Father moving in our lives.

Person

The Latin word persona was originally used to denote the mask worn by an actor. From this it was applied to the role he assumed, and, finally, to any character on the stage of life, to any individual. This article discusses (1) the definition of "person", especially with reference to the doctrine of the Incarnation; and (2) the use of the word persona and its Greek equivalents in connection with the Trinitarian disputes.  …

The classic definition is that given by Boethius in "De persona et duabus naturis", c. ii: Naturæ rationalis individua substantia (an individual substance of a rational nature). 
Substantia -- "Substance" is used to exclude accidents: "We see that accidents cannot constitute person" (Boethius, op. cit.). Substantia is used in two senses: of the concrete substance as existing in the individual, called substantia prima, corresponding to Aristotle's ousia prote; and of abstractions, substance as existing in genus and species, called substantia secunda, Aristotle's ousia deutera. It is disputed which of the two the word taken by itself here signifies. It seems probable that of itself it prescinds from substantia prima and substantia secunda, and is restricted to the former signification only by the word individua. 
Individua -- Individua, i.e., indivisum in se, is that which, unlike the higher branches in the tree of Porphyry, genus and species, cannot be further subdivided. Boethius in giving his definition does not seem to attach any further signification to the word. It is merely synonymous with singularis. 
Rationalis naturae -- Person is predicated only of intellectual beings. The generic word which includes all individual existing substances is suppositum. Thus person is a subdivision of suppositum which is applied equally to rational and irrational, living and non-living individuals. A person is therefore sometimes defined as suppositum naturae rationalis. 
The definition of Boethius as it stands can hardly be considered a satisfactory one. The words taken literally can be applied to the rational soul of man, and also the human nature of Christ. That St. Thomas accepts it is presumably due to the fact that he found it in possession, and recognized as the traditional definition. He explains it in terms that practically constitute a new definition. Individua substantia signifies, he says, substantia, completa, per se subsistens, separata ab aliia, i.e., a substance, complete, subsisting per se, existing apart from others (III, Q. xvi, a. 12, ad 2um). 
If to this be added rationalis naturae, we have a definition comprising the five notes that go to make up a person: (a) substantia-- this excludes accident; (b) completa-- it must form a complete nature; that which is a part, either actually or "aptitudinally" does not satisfy the definition; (c) per se subsistens--the person exists in himself and for himself; he is sui juris, the ultimate possessor of his nature and all its acts, the ultimate subject of predication of all his attributes; that which exists in another is not a person; (d) separata ab aliis--this excludes the universal, substantia secunda, which has no existence apart from the individual; (e) rationalis naturae--excludes all non-intellectual supposita. 
To a person therefore belongs a threefold incommunicability, expressed in notes (b), (c), and (d). The human soul belongs to the nature as a part of it, and is therefore not a person, even when existing separately. The human nature of Christ does not exist per se seorsum, but in alio, in the Divine Personality of the Word. It is therefore communicated by assumption and so is not a person. Lastly the Divine Essence, though subsisting per se, is so communicated to the Three Persons that it does not exist apart from them; it is therefore not a person.

To Summarize, A Person must

Have substance 
Exist independently from others (not be a part of something or someone else)

Be rational

THE DOGMA OF THE TRINITY

The Trinity is the term employed to signify the central doctrine of the Christian religion -- the truth that in the unity of the Godhead there are Three Persons, the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit, these Three Persons being truly distinct one from another. 
Thus, in the words of the Athanasian Creed: "the Father is God, the Son is God, and the Holy Spirit is God, and yet there are not three Gods but one God." In this Trinity of Persons the Son is begotten of the Father by an eternal generation, and the Holy Spirit proceeds by an eternal procession from the Father and the Son. Yet, notwithstanding this difference as to origin, the Persons are co-eternal and co-equal: all alike are uncreated and omnipotent. This, the Church teaches, is the revelation regarding God's nature which Jesus Christ, the Son of God, came upon earth to deliver to the world: and which she proposes to man as the foundation of her whole dogmatic system. 
In Scripture there is as yet no single term by which the Three Divine Persons are denoted together. The word trias (of which the Latin trinitas is a translation) is first found in Theophilus of Antioch about A.D. 180.

The Athanasian Creed
…
Whosoever will be saved, before all things it is necessary that he hold the Catholic Faith. Which Faith except everyone do keep whole and undefiled, without doubt he shall perish everlastingly. And the Catholic Faith is this, that we worship one God in Trinity and Trinity in Unity. Neither confounding the Persons, nor dividing the Substance. For there is one Person of the Father, another of the Son, and another of the Holy Ghost. But the Godhead of the Father, of the Son and of the Holy Ghost is all One, the Glory Equal, the Majesty Co-Eternal. Such as the Father is, such is the Son, and such is the Holy Ghost. The Father Uncreate, the Son Uncreate, and the Holy Ghost Uncreate. The Father Incomprehensible, the Son Incomprehensible, and the Holy Ghost Incomprehensible. The Father Eternal, the Son Eternal, and the Holy Ghost Eternal and yet they are not Three Eternals but One Eternal. As also there are not Three Uncreated, nor Three Incomprehensibles, but One Uncreated, and One Uncomprehensible. So likewise the Father is Almighty, the Son Almighty, and the Holy Ghost Almighty. And yet they are not Three Almighties but One Almighty. 
So the Father is God, the Son is God, and the Holy Ghost is God. And yet they are not Three Gods, but One God. So likewise the Father is Lord, the Son Lord, and the Holy Ghost Lord. And yet not Three Lords but One Lord. For, like as we are compelled by the Christian verity to acknowledge every Person by Himself to be God and Lord, so are we forbidden by the Catholic Religion to say, there be Three Gods or Three Lords. The Father is made of none, neither created, nor begotten. The Son is of the Father alone; not made, nor created, but begotten. The Holy Ghost is of the Father, and of the Son neither made, nor created, nor begotten, but proceeding.

So the two of them walked on together. 7Isaac spoke to Abraham his father and said, “My father!” And he said, “Here I am, my son.” And he said, “Behold, the fire and the wood, but where is the lamb for the burnt offering?” 8Abraham said, “God will provide for Himself the lamb for the burnt offering, my son.” So the two of them walked on together.
9Then they came to the place of which God had told him; and Abraham built the altar there and arranged the wood, and bound his son Isaac and laid him on the altar, on top of the wood. 10Abraham stretched out his hand and took the knife to slay his son. 
Abraham kept his son Isaac and received many blessings besides because he was willing to give him for God.

Jonah resisted God’s will when he was told to go to the city of Nineveh and preach repentance to them. He needed some time alone with his thoughts, so God his father sent storm and a great fish to swallow him so he could understand that God’s purpose for him was to preach repentance to his enemies and save them from destruction.

Shadrach, Meshach and Abed-Nego fulfilled that role by standing up for their faith and obedience to God even though it appeared that it would cost them their lives.

15“Now if you are ready, at the moment you hear the sound of the horn, flute, lyre, trigon, psaltery and bagpipe and all kinds of music, to fall down and worship the image that I have made, very well. But if you do not worship, you will immediately be cast into the midst of a furnace of blazing fire; and what god is there who can deliver you out of my hands?”
16Shadrach, Meshach and Abed-nego replied to the king, “O Nebuchadnezzar, we do not need to give you an answer concerning this matter. 17“If it be so, our God whom we serve is able to deliver us from the furnace of blazing fire; and He will deliver us out of your hand, O king. 18“But even if He does not, let it be known to you, O king, that we are not going to serve your gods or worship the golden image that you have set up.”

These three walked into the fiery furnace, knowing whether they lived or died that their faith would glorify God. 
These God spared. But. others he did not.

Jonathan was the son of King Saul of the tribe of Benjamin and he was a mighty warrior for Israel. He had every reason to expect to be the next king. But God’s plan for him was to be faithful to his father and faithful to his friend David, who God appointed to take his place as King so that the promised lineage of the King of Israel would be from the tribe of Judah as God had promised in the days of Joseph. 
There is no record anywhere of Jonathan ever doing anything wrong. Yet his faithfulness demanded that he die in the same battle where his father Saul was killed.

You may read of Jonathan in 1 Samuel 14- 2 Samuel 9

On learning that Jonathan had died King David wrote this poem:


2 Samuel 1:25 - 26 
25
“How have the mighty fallen in the midst of the battle!

Jonathan is slain on your high places.
26
“I am distressed for you, my brother Jonathan;

You have been very pleasant to me.

Your love to me was more wonderful

Than the love of women.
The Prophet Hosea was ordered by God to marry a woman who would be unfaithful to him. 
Hosea did nothing wrong that we know about to deserve this. Yet, his suffering because of his unfaithful wife prepared Hosea to tell Israel how God felt about their unfaithfulness to him. 
Paul prayed three times that an affliction that he called a “thorn in the flesh” be removed from him. He who healed others by the power of the Holy Spirit, prayed that he might be healed. 

2 Corinthians 12:7 - 10 
7Because of the surpassing greatness of the revelations, for this reason, to keep me from exalting myself, there was given me a thorn in the flesh, a messenger of Satan to torment me—to keep me from exalting myself! 8Concerning this I implored the Lord three times that it might leave me. 9And He has said to me, “My grace is sufficient for you, for power is perfected in weakness.” Most gladly, therefore, I will rather boast about my weaknesses, so that the power of Christ may dwell in me. 
10Therefore I am well content with weaknesses, with insults, with distresses, with persecutions, with difficulties, for Christ’s sake; for when I am weak, then I am strong.
Stephen was a man full of grace who was also filled with the Holy Spirit Two chapters of Acts are devoted to him. Acts 6-7.

 He was the first one chosen as a Deacon of the Church in Jerusalem.

Acts 6 tells us he was performing great wonders among the people when some Jewish leaders hired men to make false accusations against  him.  The scriptures tell us that no one could cope with the wisdom with which the Holy Spirit spoke through him. When he proved them guilty of the murder of the Prophets and of Jesus, they murdered him too.

And even Jesus prayed to his father that he might be spared, as Isaac was spared, from being sacrificed on the same mountain where Abraham had prepared to sacrifice Isaac. 

Mark 14:35 - 36 
35And He went a little beyond them, and fell to the ground and began to pray that if it were possible, the hour might pass Him by. 36And He was saying, “Abba! Father! All things are possible for You; remove this cup from Me; yet not what I will, but what You will.” 
In all the history of mankind, only a few have been selected to serve as Apostles – messengers from God. 
When they were sent, they were filled with the Spirit of God, the Spirit, the Holy Spirit, in such a way that they were able to perform signs and wonders to testify to their authority. 
These powers were never for their profit. 
In fact, every Apostle , every messenger, suffered as the result of being an Apostle.
Pharaoh wanted to kill Moses and the Children of Israel rebelled against him over and over again.

Sampson was blinded and eventually killed.

Jezebel continually swore to murder Elijah and he felt so alone that he just wanted to die.

The Lamentations of Jeremiah was written to tell the heart ache of a prophet who was abused by those he was sent to warn. 
Daniel was thrown into a den of lions. 
John the Baptist was beheaded for telling Herod he was sinning.

Jesus was hounded by people who wanted him to feed or heal them.

Jesus himself was crucified by the people who should have welcomed him as King.
Paul was beaten and imprisoned for casting out a demon from a fortune telling slave girl.

Most of Jesus’ closest followers endured beatings, imprisonment, and violent death.

We have seen no such testifying Miracles since the days of the Apostles who were filled with the Power of the Holy Spirit. 

Since that time some have come claiming to be Christ or a prophet.

Some have written books and claimed to speak for God.

Many others have written books our given speeches and expected others to treat their words as God’s word.

Many have organized Religions.
They presume that their councils, conventions, or appointed leaders speak for God.

Some think that in wherever their whims take them, that what the decide by their own will is the Spirit leading them.

Without the testimony that the Spirit gives God’s Apostles, these who claim to speak for God or act by divine guidance are without evidence. Without evidence they are proven frauds.
That is why no books written after the First Century have been added to the Bible.

The Scriptures tell us that the miracles were made possible by the Holy Spirit were temporary.

1 Corinthians 13:8 - 10 
8Love never fails; but if there are gifts of prophecy, they will be done away; if there are tongues, they will cease; if there is knowledge, it will be done away. 9For we know in part and we prophesy in part; 10but when the perfect comes, the partial will be done away. 
This word ‘perfect’ means ‘complete’ and ‘without defect’  ‘tabanin’ and ‘kakoroa’
We know that the Apostles wrote the New Testament during First Century as the Holy Spirit testified to their authority by miracles by their hands and even by others who they laid their hands upon. We know that neither miracles, or new revelation of God has appeared since that time. Because of these two facts, most Christians believe that the “perfect” spoken of in this text refers to the completion of the New Testament. That is the Word of God that we hold in our hands.

If we have the complete and perfect Word of God, then we don’t need more messengers, and the miracles that testified aren’t needed either. 
Some teachers will tell you that once the men named as Apostles in the New Testament died and the people who they imparted miraculous gifts to by the laying on of hands died, that there have not been and can never be any more miracles by the Holy Spirit. 
(acknowledge?: 2 Pet 1:2 – 3 “has granted to us everything pertaining to life and godliness”)  as evidence that the scriptures are complete. (does that mean that what Peter wrote in Chapter 3 is not inspired?)


I will not teach you this for three reasons. 
The first is that this is the same human wisdom that caused the Jewish leaders to reject Jesus when he did not fit their expectations. There are frauds, but there is another way to expose them, which will tell you about in a moment.

The second is that if God sends another Apostle, we will know it because God has never sent an Apostle who he did not send signs and wonders by the Holy Spirit to testify to his authority. If he does that, it will not matter what logic we used to say he can’t because he will. 
The third is that I still pray to God asking him for blessings that seem very unlikely to happen. If we say that God, by the Holy Spirit, does not intervene in our lives today, why pray to him and ask him to do so. And if our prayers are answered, will we deny that God has blessed us with what some might call a ‘ordinary miracle’ ? (if there can be such a thing.

I don’t really expect another Apostle. But if someone claims to be one, I am going to ask to see his credentials. And if he doesn’t have them – I am going to call him a fraud. 
If he claims that he that he can’t provide evidence because I don’t believe in him, I am going to remind him that Jesus performed miracles before people who did not believe in him. 
Several times they could not deny the miracle, so they condemned him for healing on the Sabbath. (see underlined passages)

A true Apostle has evidence to prove his Authority.
A true Apostle suffers because of the burden he bears for our sakes.
A true Apostle does not seek gain and does not act by his own will.

If your father meant to send you a message and wanted you to know the message was authentic, how might he authenticate it? (passport, badge, uniform, seal, ring, secret message, signature )

A doctor, firefighter, fisherman, farmer, engineer, teacher, for example might be expected to show evidence that they were able to do what they claim to be able to do. 
Evidence 
kakoaua  it is in Greek, English and I-Kiribati “that which makes clear” – wonderful!
Messengers from God always have evidence to prove that he sent them. 
When I was 12, I was working in the field one day and I got the hiccups. I had them for hours and they would not go away. My father came out to where I was to tell me something. He was giving instructions and I was hiccupping. 
Then he said that he was looking for a specific tool and asked me where it was. 
I had been in trouble before for not putting tools back. I told him that I had not used it recently and thought it should be in his toolbox. He kept asking and I started to think I was in trouble.

And then he smiled and asked me “Where are your hiccups?”

They were gone. What he had done was to get my attention so that my mind focused on something besides the hiccups. 
If my earthly father can get my attention when he intends to, how much more my Heavenly Father when he means to help me.

When God sent messengers he provided them evidence to show that they were not simply speaking of their own inspiration. 
They made prophesies that were so outrageous that no one believed them, but they were proven true.  And incidentally, they were generally what the audience needed to hear and not at all what they wanted to hear.  The “if it sounds like what I want to hear” test

They performed miracles that no man could do. 
They exercised power that no man could have.

They showed and did these things to prove that what they did was not by the power of their own hand, but rather by the power of God, through the indwelling of the Holy Spirit.

These things demonstrated that they had Apostolic Authority. i.e. Authority to deliver God’s message. An Apostle is simply a messenger. If the message is important, you need to make sure the messenger is really authorized and that the message really comes from the sender. 
This is why we sign letters. We compare the signatures to identify what is genuine and what is not. 
Their messages were written down. Sometimes by their own hand, but more often by the hand of one who was an eyewitness to the signs and wonders the Holy Spirit.

By this we have received the Holy Bible. By these things we know that the Bible was written by men who had authority to do so. 
Each of these had the Spirit of God, empowering them to do signs and wonders to show evidence they were from God.

We have studied the signs and wonders that God used to authenticate his messengers, who we call Apostles, who the Word of God by the Holy Spirit. 
This authority is Apostolic Authority. 
That is, they have been authorized by God to speak by the inspiration of the Holy Spirit. 
2 Tim 3:16 - 17 16All Scripture is inspired by God  and profitable for teaching, for reproof, for correction, for training in righteousness;  17so that the man of God may be adequate, equipped for every good work.

Would it surprise you to learn that there are those who presume to be inspired by the Holy Spirit of God when they are not?

Ezekiel 13:1 - 7 
1Then the word of the LORD came to me saying, 2“Son of man, prophesy against the prophets of Israel who prophesy, and say to those who prophesy from their own inspiration, ‘Listen to the word of the LORD! 
3‘Thus says the Lord GOD, “Woe to the foolish prophets who are following their own spirit and have seen nothing. 4“O Israel, your prophets have been like foxes among ruins. 5“You have not gone up into the breaches, nor did you build the wall around the house of Israel to stand in the battle on the day of the LORD. 6“They see falsehood and lying divination who are saying, ‘The LORD declares,’ when the LORD has not sent them; yet they hope for the fulfillment of their word. 7“Did you not see a false vision and speak a lying divination when you said, ‘The LORD declares,’ but it is not I who have spoken?”’”
This text proves that it has happened. 
When one acts by his own inspiration, it is a form of selfishly seeking ones on will instead of the will of God.
Jer 5:30 – 31
30  “An appalling and horrible thing
  Has happened in the land:
31  The prophets prophesy falsely,
  And the priests rule on their own authority;
  And My people love it so!
  But what will you do at the end of it?
Some do this seeking profit.

Some do it without realizing they are doing it. 
2 Corinthians 11:12 - 15 
12But what I am doing I will continue to do, so that I may cut off opportunity from those who desire an opportunity to be regarded just as we are in the matter about which they are boasting. 13For such men are false apostles, deceitful workers, disguising themselves as apostles of Christ. 
14No wonder, for even Satan disguises himself as an angel of light. 15Therefore it is not surprising if his servants also disguise themselves as servants of righteousness, whose end will be according to their deeds.
In this passage, Paul warns the Church that there will be false apostles; men who claim to speak by inspiration of the Holy Spirit when they are in fact speaking on their own inspiration for the purpose of profit.

There are no accounts of anyone being filled with the miraculous gifts of the Holy Spirit in a way that allowed them to profit from it. Each and every person who was inspired by the Holy Spirit suffered rather than profited. 
There where however a few who tried to turn a profit from the Holy Spirit. 
Here are three examples. 
Balaam
used his office for personal gain Numbers 22-25, 31:8

Balaam tried but was not able to curse the people of God. As he went on his way to seek to do evil, he was met on the way by a destroying angel. His donkey saved him from destruction and he struck the donkey. The donkey spoke to him and his eyes were opened to see the angel. When the donkey spoke, Balaam argued with him. Can you imagine this?  But Balaam did not turn back from his evil way. First he blessed the people by the Spirit and then he told their enemies how to seduce them to sin and thereby become punished by God. Balaam was Judged for this act and executed by Joshua when the Jews took possession of the land. His sin is remembered in 2 Peter and in Revelation in the New Testament. His sin was using the office God gave him for his own personal gain. 
Gehazi
used his service to Elisha for profit 2 Kin 5:15-27

When Naaman was cleansed of leprosy, he tried to pay Elisha, who refused. 
Gehazi, the servant of Elisha, ran after him and pretended to represent Elisha in accepting a gift. Elisha spoke his punishment – leprosy. 
Simeon
Asked to buy the power to use at his will. Acts 8:14 – 24

When Simeon saw the gifts of the Holy Spirit being given by the laying on of hands, he tried to buy this power. He was condemned and repented on the spot.

In each case, attempting to use the gifts of the Spirit for profit was not permitted, and was rebuked and/or punished. 
Peter condemns this and specifically mentions Balaam. 
2 Peter 2:1-3, 9-16, 17-22  1But false prophets also arose among the people, just as there will also be false teachers among you, who will secretly introduce destructive heresies, even denying the Master who bought them, bringing swift destruction upon themselves. 
2Many will follow their sensuality, and because of them the way of the truth will be maligned; 3and in their greed they will exploit you with false words; their judgment from long ago is not idle, and their destruction is not asleep.

…
9then the Lord knows how to rescue the godly from temptation, and to keep the unrighteous under punishment for the day of judgment, 10and especially those who indulge the flesh in its corrupt desires and despise authority.

Daring, self-willed, they do not tremble when they revile angelic majesties, 11whereas angels who are greater in might and power do not bring a reviling judgment against them before the Lord. 12But these, like unreasoning animals, born as creatures of instinct to be captured and killed, reviling where they have no knowledge, will in the destruction of those creatures also be destroyed, 13suffering wrong as the wages of doing wrong. They count it a pleasure to revel in the daytime. They are stains and blemishes, reveling in their deceptions, as they carouse with you, 14having eyes full of adultery that never cease from sin, enticing unstable souls, having a heart trained in greed, accursed children; 15forsaking the right way, they have gone astray, having followed the way of Balaam, the son of Beor, who loved the wages of unrighteousness; 16but he received a rebuke for his own transgression, for a mute donkey, speaking with a voice of a man, restrained the madness of the prophet.

17These are springs without water and mists driven by a storm, for whom the black darkness has been reserved. 18For speaking out arrogant words of vanity they entice by fleshly desires, by sensuality, those who barely escape from the ones who live in error, 19promising them freedom while they themselves are slaves of corruption; for by what a man is overcome, by this he is enslaved. 
20For if, after they have escaped the defilements of the world by the knowledge of the Lord and Savior Jesus Christ, they are again entangled in them and are overcome, the last state has become worse for them than the first. 21For it would be better for them not to have known the way of righteousness, than having known it, to turn away from the holy commandment handed on to them. 22It has happened to them according to the true proverb, “A dog returns to its own vomit,” and, “A sow, after washing, returns to wallowing in the mire.”
These who seek to profit, in money, lust, & power. They are easy to spot. They have their hand in your pocket, their arm around your daughter or your wife, and are telling you that to please God you need to do something for them personally.

These people offend us, but there is another kind of person who falsely presumes Apostolic Authority who we tend to overlook. These are more dangerous because we overlook what they do,
These are the ones who make religious rules and invent doctrines as if they had Apostolic Authority.  Any religious group who appoints a leader or council of leaders and recognizes them as having authority to speak for God is doing this. [I am naming every denomination.]
Religious groups who govern themselves by conventions or some other form of majority rule decision making are doing the same thing.

Any individual who follows his or her own will and claims that they are being led by the Spirit is also doing this. This is basically what New Age means. “I have the Spirit and therefore what I want to do is right.”
God spoke directly through his Apostles and his messages have been written down for us in the Holy Bible. Any message that adds to or takes away from These Authorized messages is according to the will of Man and not according to the will of God. 

Galatians 1:6 - 9 
6I am amazed that you are so quickly deserting Him who called you by the grace of Christ, for a different gospel; 7which is really not another; only there are some who are disturbing you and want to distort the gospel of Christ. 
8But even if we, or an angel from heaven, should preach to you a gospel contrary to what we have preached to you, he is to be accursed! 9As we have said before, so I say again now, if any man is preaching to you a gospel contrary to what you received, he is to be accursed!
Human wisdom appeals to us as men and women. We hear a convincing argument and we are tempted to trust in our own wisdom. There are many arguments to justify binding religious opinions on others. We are each entitled to our own opinions, but we lie if we presume that our opinions are the will of God. 
If God wants you to speak for him – he will make that possible by one of two ways.

Either he will fill you with the Holy Spirit in such a way that the Spirit speaks through you; in which case he will demonstrate your authority to do so by signs and wonders as he did any other Apostle. 
Or, you will speak the words that he has given us in his Word. 
Before I came here I bought a new tee shirt. I looked at several before I bought one. One of the said on the front “Christianity is not a Religion” and on the back it said “Religion is Man trying to work his way back to God” “Christianity is God becoming a Man to bring us back to him.” 
Listen to what Paul told the Colossians about human religious invention.

 
Colossians 2:8 - 14 
8See to it that no one takes you captive through philosophy and empty deception, according to the tradition of men, according to the elementary principles of the world, rather than according to Christ. 9For in Him all the fullness of Deity dwells in bodily form, 10and in Him you have been made complete, and He is the head over all rule and authority; 11and in Him you were also circumcised with a circumcision made without hands, in the removal of the body of the flesh by the circumcision of Christ; 12having been buried with Him in baptism, in which you were also raised up with Him through faith in the working of God, who raised Him from the dead. 
13When you were dead in your transgressions and the uncircumcision of your flesh, He made you alive together with Him, having forgiven us all our transgressions, 14having canceled out the certificate of debt consisting of decrees against us, which was hostile to us; and He has taken it out of the way, having nailed it to the cross. 15When He had disarmed the rulers and authorities, He made a public display of them, having triumphed over them through Him.
16Therefore no one is to act as your judge in regard to food or drink or in respect to a festival or a new moon or a Sabbath day— 17things which are a mere shadow of what is to come; but the substance belongs to Christ. 18Let no one keep defrauding you of your prize by delighting in self-abasement and the worship of the angels, taking his stand on visions he has seen, inflated without cause by his fleshly mind, 19and not holding fast to the head, from whom the entire body, being supplied and held together by the joints and ligaments, grows with a growth which is from God.
20If you have died with Christ to the elementary principles of the world, why, as if you were living in the world, do you submit yourself to decrees, such as, 21“Do not handle, do not taste, do not touch!” 22(which all refer to things destined to perish with use)—in accordance with the commandments and teachings of men? 23These are matters which have, to be sure, the appearance of wisdom in self-made religion and self-abasement and severe treatment of the body, but are of no value against fleshly indulgence.
The Bible shows us that there were men who had Apostolic Authority which was certified by the Holy Spirit by signs and wonders. These men wrote the scriptures so we would know what the will of God is.  
They also had the ability to pass miraculous gifts of the Holy Spirit on to others by the laying on of hands. 
From about the end of the 1st Century, we have no evidence that men had these kinds of powers by the Holy Spirit. 
We also have an end to the writing of scripture which these same men did. 

1 Corinthians 13:8 - 10 
8Love never fails; but if there are gifts of prophecy, they will be done away; if there are tongues, they will cease; if there is knowledge, it will be done away. 
9For we know in part and we prophesy in part; 10but when the perfect comes, the partial will be done away. 
No one in scripture was empowered by the Holy Spirit to seek his own will. 
Jesus was filled with the Spirit so completely that the Spirit was exclusively in him, yet the Spirit gave him power to do the will of God and not his own. When he was in the garden, he prayed that he not suffer the death that he was to die. His will was not death. He prayed “not my will, but yours be done.” When he was on the cross, mockers stood before him and said “if you are the Son of God, come down from there” and “he saved others, let him save himself.”  Jesus was filled with the Spirit, but it did not empower him to seek his own will. [Even though 10,000 angels stood by]
When Paul was traveling all around Asia teaching and preaching with signs and wonders, he suffered from an ailment that he called a thorn in the flesh. Have you ever had a thorn? It is a special kind of a small piece of wood in the skin. It festers and continually aches. Paul prayed that he be healed. Was Paul being selfish in willing to be healed? He was healing others every day. We would say by man’s wisdom that his request was reasonable. After all, he was working for God. Wouldn’t having this physical affliction removed make him more effective? Yet it was not God’s will. I am sure Paul prayed often for relief from his suffering. But in the end he understood. God’s will was not that Paul do the things he did by his own strength. Paul finally understood what God taught from the beginning – power is perfected in weakness. (Abraham, Joseph, Moses, Gideon, Deborah, Samuel, David, Elijah, Daniel, Shadrach, Meshach, & Abed-Nego, Jesus. 
By Human wisdom, we want to follow a leader who embodies what we ourselves will to be. We want handsome strong athletic with eloquent speech and a strong voice. Someone who tells us what we want to hear and makes convincing arguments that what we want to hear is the way it is ---- we want a hero.  
False Apostles tell us what we want to hear and by this gain a following. 
Don’t believe them, look for the signs. If they are genuine, they will not be inventing religion and promoting themselves. 
But we preach Christ Crucified!

There is nothing in the Bible that assures any of us that there will be Apostles continuously sent by God so that we always have the miracles that testified with us. 
None of us will pretend to be Apostles. We have the message of God not of ourselves, but from the Holy Scriptures which are the fruit of the inspiration of the Holy Spirit by true Apostles. 
Every True Apostle who we read about in the Bible suffered greatly. 
Every True Apostle was empowered to show signs and wonders by the Holy Spirit. 
The man who tells you he is some kind of Apostle when he has no testimony from the Holy Spirit is a liar. It is foolish to be someone who claims to be something he obviously not.


He often has testimony that proves he is not from God. An Apostle suffers. An Apostle does not live a life of luxury and lust as those who claim to have the power of healing do in our time. If he owns a television station, a limousine, and a mansion, and has immoral relationships – you can see for yourself that he is no Apostle. Fake apostles don’t want to suffer.

When Paul told the 1Corinthians (1 Cor 12-13) not to worry about miraculous spiritual gifts, he told them to desire the greater gifts (1 Cor 12:31). 
In Chapter 13 he explains that gifts such as prophesy, speaking in tongues, and divine knowledge would be temporary but that the greater gifts of the Spirit would be given to God’s children and never cease. Faith, Hope, Love. (1 Cor 13:13)

As a child of God you have these greater gifts. 
God is your Father. He will help you as a father helps his child. 
Fathers give you what you need, although that may not be what you think you want. 
Fathers help their children when they seek to do his will. 
If the Spirit, the Spirit of God, the Holy Spirit is in you as evidenced by you bearing the Fruit of the Spirit, then you will be able to do things that you yourself are not able to do. 
Christians deceive themselves when think that they can’t do things that God wants them to do.

We think, “I can’t talk to my neighbor about God.” 
“I can’t study the Bible with someone.”

“I can’t confront someone I know is doing something that will cause him to lose his soul.”

Like Moses and the Jesus’ disciples we may be saying  “I don’t know what to say.”

I left my job to come here to share with you. I want you to know that my job and the people I work with and for are missing me this week. They are missing me more than they usually would because we have a lot going on. 
Coming here to share with you gives me three spiritual blessings:

1. Coming here to share with you made you all part of my life, and me part of yours. I got the chance to share a wonderful story of how God cares for us by sending his Holy Spirit.

2. Coming here to teach inspired me to study the Holy Spirit more closely than ever I have before. I have learned a lot preparing to teach you. Study and become teachers. You will learn more teaching than by being taught. The Elders of my church at home know what 
3. And lastly, all those co-workers I had to tell I would not be there to help them for the 9 days I am gone – I have a blessing there too. 
These are people who I work with every day, and with whom I rarely have a chance to tell them about the hope that lies within me. 
Every time I had to tell them, “I won’t be there that day” I had the opportunity to tell them why not. There are people in America and in Germany who know where Kiritimati is now
When I get back, I will be bubbling over with stories to tell about being here. 
I will have the opportunity to share not only with you, but with these also.


The Holy Spirit is already blessing me because I am seeking to do the will of God.
The Spirit is helping me do what I cannot do by myself.

You can’t do it by yourself. But you are not by yourself if the Spirit is with you.

The Holy Spirit may not empower you to preach a sermon like the one Peter delivered on the day of Pentecost; One where many languages are heard at once and thousands respond. But if you try to do what you know God wants you to do, the Spirit will help you. Your words may come out slow at first, but the Helper in you will help you. Try it, you will be surprised. 
Perhaps you think to yourself “I can’t sing well so I just won’t try to sing.”

God is your Father. Fathers don’t attend school recitals because of the quality of performance. They come because they want to hear their child sing. 
I don’t sing all that well, but by the time the Holy Spirit transmits it to my Father, I sound as good to my Father as the greatest singer who ever lived
